7.0 Informational Items 
7.1  Marguerite Leoni Workshop  
Dr. Massetti reported that she, Julie DeWall, and Jennifer Pascale attended a 
conference hosted by California Voter Rights Act (CVRA) expert, Marguerite Leoni.  Ms. 
Leoni reviewed cases and talked about requirements that need to be met.  At the end of 
the conference, it was revealed that educators do not need to do most of those tasks.  
Those are for cities and counties.   
 
After the census is certified, the State of California will remove the prisoners from the 
census data and release it to the public.  At that time, MCSOS and districts will need to 
work with a demographer.  Madera County districts are willing to work with the same 
demographer. Because some of the districts work with Atkinson, Andelson, Loya, Ruud, 
and Romo (AALRR), Dr. Massetti contacted David Soldani, an attorney with AALRR 
who specializes in district organization issues.  Districts will draw their own maps, which 
must be adopted by March 1, 2022.  If the maps are not adopted by March 1st, the 
County Committee on School District Organization (CCSDO) will adopt the maps for the 
districts by April 1, 2022. 
 
7.2  County/CDE October 2nd Meeting 
An inquiry was brought to Dr. Massetti.  There is a property owner with land in two 
districts.  He would like to transfer the property to one district.  Larry Shirey, the CDE 
guru on transfers, recommended that the two superintendents discuss the topic and if 
agreeable, both districts adopt resolutions for the transfer.  The resolutions would be 
brought to the CCSDO for approval.  If the districts cannot come to an agreement, the 
land owner can bring the transfer request to the CCSDO for a decision.  Because of this 
and the upcoming drawing of the trustee maps related to the census, Dr. Massetti felt it 
would be a good idea to meet monthly.
